•	 Submit all official college 
transcripts. High school transcript required for 
students with less than 30 college credits.

•	 Submit official SAT score (school 
code 1503) or ACT score (school 
code 1078). Not required for students who 
have earned 30 or more college credits. 

•	 Proof of graduation from state-
approved high school (diploma  
or GED certificate). Not required for 
students who have earned a college degree 
(associate or higher).

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The Bachelor of Social Work degree can be completed in four years, or eight semesters. The last two 

semesters of the program require students to participate in a field practicum experience where they 

engage in a real-world setting to develop their knowledge and practical skills to be effective social 

workers. These practicum experiences will take place at various Central Illinois non-profit, human service 

organizations, and hospitals with whom Methodist College already has developed strong partnerships.

ACCREDITATION

The Social Work Department has been accepted as a program in candidacy for accreditation by the Council on Social Work 
Education (CSWE). Students who enter programs that attain Candidacy in or before the academic year in which they begin their 
program of study will be retroactively recognized as having graduated from a CSWE-accredited program once the program 
attains Initial Accreditation. Candidacy is typically a three-year process.
