Through classroom lectures, online learning, simulation experiences, and extensive clinical experiences
in a variety of healthcare settings, graduates in the Methodist College Bachelor of Science in Nursing
program are well-prepared for careers in nursing.

The Bachelor of Science in Nursing - Prelicensure program at Methodist College offers courses to fulfill
the general education requirements of a bachelor’s degree, but also works with students who bring in
eligible credits from other accredited colleges and universities. Students in the program will be able to
attend full time or part time, however, completion of the program is dependent on credit hours completed
per semester and/or number of transfer credits applied and the sequencing of clinical courses.

The Bachelor of Science in Nursing - Accelerated Prelicensure is a rigorous program for transfer students
who have completed all prerequisite general education courses (45 credits). Students enrolled in the
Accelerated Prelicensure BSN will complete the program in five semesters, including summers, with full-
time enrollment status (10-18 credits per semester).
